Carrying out risk assessments during the Covid-19 pandemic
Guidance for FA affiliated grassroots clubs, September 2020

INTRODUCTION

Affiliated clubs organising and/or hosting football activities
havealegaldutytotakereasonable caretoavoidactsor
omissionswhichareareasonablyforeseeablerisk. Arisk
assessmentis a systematic review of the tasks, jobs or
processes involved when your club organises, facilitates
and/or hosts football activities. The purpose is to identify
the significant hazards, the risk of someone being harmed
and deciding what further control measures you must take
toreduce therisk to an acceptable level.

Risk assessments should cover all risks, including those
associated with the Covid-19 pandemic and how the club
intends toensure thatits members and activities will

operate within the Government guidance.

The public health crisis is constantly developing and so
should clubs’responsetoit. Clubs are responsible for
ensuring thatrisk assessments are completed, continually
reviewedinlightof changing Governmentguidance,
feedback and observations from staff. For example,
Governmentguidance inrespect of certain ‘atrisk’ groups
and what activities are permitted may change. This may
significantly impact clubs’ practices and what measures
need to be in place.

RISK ASSESSMENTS — FIVE KEY STEPS

Club officialsand coaches should keep the below five steps
inmind atall times to ensure the safety of participants.
Clubs should review the measures implemented in
response to these regularly, particularly when Government
advice or guidance changes.

1. KeepuptodatewithGovernmentandFAguidance.
Pleaseensurethattheyarefollowedatalltimesand
communicate theguidelinestoallindividuals connected
with yourclub.

2. Contacttheclub’sinsurance providertoensurethatyour
clubissuitably coveredtoundertakeactivitiesinthe
currentpublichealth crisis. Seeadditional notes below.

3. Undertakeregularriskassessmentsoftheclub’s
activities, ensuring thateach oneis named, signed
and dated by those completingand approvingit—see
belowformore details. Riskassessments are’living
documents‘andshouldbeupdatedandreviewed
regularly andkeptin active use to mitigate any new or
changing risks. Undertake specific employee/volunteer
risk assessments for anyone undertaking high-risk roles
ortasks.

4. Adaptactivitiesandupdatethe club’s policiesinlight
of steps 1-3. Policies to be updatedinclude: Health
and Safety Policy; and Data Privacy Policy to cover
the handling of data where clubs capture data about
attendeesatsessionstoaidthe NHS Testand Trace
service.

5. Ensure that everyone — board/committee members,
coaches, first aiders, volunteers, parents and players - is
aware of the club’s Covid-19 protocols.

6. Donotundertake an activity ifthe club has any concerns
aboutthe safety of club officialsand/or participants.

activity.

a.  Whereachildisaged15yearsoryoungerthen
parents/carers must give informed written
consentviaaconsentform ore-mailtrail, before
their child can take partinfootball activity. Clubs
needtodecidehowtheyretainarecordofthose
parentswhohavegivenconsent(e.g.retainemail,
logconsentform).NB: While The FAsupports
informed written self-consentfromthose aged 16
and 17 yearsofage—inthese unusualtimes clubs
may wishto seek parent/carer consentforthese
two age groups as well.

b.  Clubsneedstoensurethatparents/carers
are fully informed about any football activity
beingconsideredandthemeasuresthatarein
placetoensurethattheactivityfollowscurrent
Governmentguidance. Identify howthe club will
dothise.g. by providingwritteninformationto
parents/carers outlining the activity being offered
andmeasures being takento managerisks via
andinviting permission viaa consentform (see
FA safeguarding Guidance Notes 8.2 for an
example form), or viaan e-mail.

Ifconsentis soughtviae-mail, clubswillneedtoensure
they use wording such as:

Byreplyingtothise-mailandstating“lconsentformy
child to take part”, youare confirmingthatyouhave read
and understood the activities being offered to your child
andagreewiththemeasurestheclubhasputinplaceto
manageanyrisks,includingits Covid-19measuresinline
with current Government guidance.

Clubs should ensure that they provide accessible
facilities and comply with health and safety
legislation;

Ensure access is still provided to accessible toilets,
accessible parking bays and accessible access into
facilities;

Changestotoiletfacilities, theirlocationand
accessibilityincludingaccesstohand-washing
facilities. Considerthe possibility thatindividuals
may notbeabletoaccessatoilettowashtheir
handsandwhatalternativeaccesstocleanwater
could be putin place;

Ensureparticipantsarrive changedandreadyto
exerciseandleaveimmediately aftertheactivity.

cleaning ofthefacilities. In particular, identify high
contacttouch points forwhich should be cleaned
onmultipletimesacrossthedaymoreregular
cleaning (e.g. door handles, grab rails and vending
machines). Followthe PublicHealthEngland
guidance here for cleaning in non-healthcare
settings andifa Covid-19 caseisreported atthe
facility;

Direct people to where they can wash theirhands;
Provide signage to remind people of the
importance of washing theirhands thoroughly;

Players should be informed that spitting should

be avoided, asthe main mode oftransmission of
thevirusisinrespiratory secretions. Inaddition,
clubsshould considerenforcingacompletebanon
chewinggum, asitiseitherspatoutorrolledinto
aballandtakenoutandthus posesahighrisk of
cross contamination. Club officials may wish to put
adisciplinary measureinplaceinrelationto spitting
and chewinggum;

Ensure participants bring theirown namedhand
sanitiserforwhensoapandwaterisnotavailable
(use alcohol-based hand sanitiser);

Provide papertowelsfordryinghandsandsealed
binsforplacing papertowels andtissuesin. If
thereisany concernthatsomeonemay have
hadsymptoms of, orbeeninfected with Covid-19,
ensure these are double-bagged in line with
Government guidance;

Ifhiring afacility, ask for details on how the facilities
arecompliantwiththe Government’'sguidance
andensure club officials are familiarwith the
procedures thatshould be followed.

4. TRAVELLINGTOANDFROMTHEVENUE

Encourage socially-distant forms of transport(e.g.
cyclingandwalking). All other forms of transport
shouldbeconsideredbefore publictransport;

Adults and children should only travel with a
member of their household or someone within
their‘supportbubble’. Please note thatseparated
parents, livingindifferenthouseholds andthosein
‘supportbubbles’announcedby Governmenton10
June 2020, canalso carshare.

5. PARENTS ATTENDING

Discuss with club officials and parents the options
of howbestto manage social distancingamongst
parents who bring their childrento the activity, e.g.
stayingintheirowncars, orinseparate social-
distancing ‘gatherings’ of up to six people.

Clubsshouldrequestthateachparticipantundertakesthe
following self-screen check listbefore travellingtoatraining
sessionorotherfootballactivity. Iftheyanswer‘yes’toany
one of them they should not travel to the training session and
follow all applicable Government Guidance (e.g. call NHS 111).
Itisimportanttoremembersome people can passonthe
virus before they develop symptoms, orneverhave symptoms
despitebeinginfectious. Despiteeveryone’sbestefforts,
these cannot be screened out of training.

Ifthere is afirst aider or other medical personnel present,
theyshouldbeequippedwiththeappropriate Personal
Protective Equipment(PPE) before treatinganyone

to protect themselves and others should they need to
compromise social distancing guidelines to provide medical
assistanceduringtrainingormatches. Theyshouldhave
updated themselves on any changes in first aid procedure
that will be required as a result of the pandemic. This
shouldbeobtainedfromtheirtrainingorganisationorfrom
Resuscitation Councilguidance.

Arrival at the venue

Coaches at the club should check that each participant
completed the self-screen check listbefore attending and if
so,iftheself-screenchecks were negativeforall participants.
Ensuringeveryoneunderstandstheimportance ofthis simple
processbeingcompletedbeforetravellingisessentialtoavoid
potential transmission.

Ifaparticipantsaystheyforgottoself-checkbeforetheir
arrival,thenthecoachshouldaskthemthehealthcheck
questionsbeforetheyjoinanygroupatthefacility. Ifthey
answer‘yes’tooneormoreofthequestions, participants
must not take partin the activity and should be told to safely
return home.

2. INJURIES

If a player gets injured, a member of their household or
supportbubble, can aid themifforexample they are watching
fromtheircar,butotherswill stillneedtosocially distance
unless a life threatening, or serious injury necessitates
compromisingguidelinesto provide emergency care.

Inallcases,NHS guidance onfurthermanagementshouldbe
followed.

3. INSURANCE

1. EQUIPMENT

— ldentify who will regularly maintain the equipment
hygienee.g.balls,cones, goalpostsandbibs;

— Thoroughly clean the equipment e.g. balls, cones,
goalposts, etc.;

— Bibsshouldnotbe usedunlesstheycanbewashed
between sessions.

+ Limitsharing of equipmentwhere possible:

— Ensureequipmentishandledaslittleas possible by
as few people as possible;

— Eachparticipantshould bring totraining theirown
waterbottles, suncream and medication each of
which should be clearly labelled with theirname.

* Havestricthand hygiene:

— Ifindividuals are going to share equipment,
including balls, always ensure the individuals’
hands are thoroughly cleansed using alcohol-based
handgel, ifcleanrunningwaterandsoaparenot
available, before and after use.
